  6.      At dinnertime, what revelation changed Jonas and The Giver's plan?  What did Jonas do?

At dinnertime Jonas father revealed that Gabe would be released from the community first thing

in the morning.  Jonas could not accept this.  He knew he needed to protect Gabe.  So, in the 

middle of the night, Jonas and Gabe set out on their journey for Elsewhere, not following the 

plan they had made because Jonas knew there was no time.

  7. What memories would Jonas transmit in order to keep them safe?  

In order to keep them safe Jonas would transmit different memories at different times.  When the

search planes were flying overhead that could detect body heat, Jonas would transmit a 

memory of snow to keep their body temperatures down.
