In 2021, the U.S. government officially made 
Juneteenth a federal holiday. However, people have 
been celebrating this important day, on June 19, for  
much longer.

	“Juneteenth” is a combination of the words “June” and 
“nineteenth.” This was the day in 1865 when Union troops got to 
Galveston, Texas. They were there to tell enslaved people they were free.

In 1863, the Emancipation Proclamation declared that enslaved people in 
Confederate states were free. However, it took more than two years for those 
enslaved in Texas to be informed of this news. Even still, some enslavers refused to free 
the people they enslaved until forced to do so.

	A year later, on June 19, 1866, the first official Juneteenth celebrations happened 
in Texas. They included prayer and song. Within a few years, Black Americans in other 
states were celebrating Juneteenth too.  

	Today, people all over the United States take part in Juneteenth events. 
Celebrations still often include prayer and religious services. They also include 
educational events, parades, and festivals with music, food, and dancing. This day 
not only celebrates the end of slavery in America, but also honors the achievements 
and culture of African Americans.
